Orphan Works
What is an Orphan Work?
Orphan Works are works of art (and other copyrighted material) that are believed or known to be in copyright
but whose copyright owner iz unknown or untraceable.
What are the problems?
The uncertainty around the copyright holder of an Orphan Work of art prevents it from being used. This inhibits L=

access to, exploitation of and promotion of Europe’s cultural heritage. Orphan Works are works of art (and
other copyrighted material) that are believed or known to be in copyright but whose copyright owner is
unknown or untraceable.

Artists and artistz' estates: The creative artiztz and/or the copyright holders of Orphan Works are loosing
income from both from the reproduction of their works and through any sales of their works which could occur
through prometion via picture libraries or other means.

Picture libraries: Picture libraries zell reproduction licenses for the use of their images in creative media
(including books, newspapers, films, advertizing, packaging etc.) for a limited period of time. Many Orphan
Works can be found in picture libraries but their use, sale and promotion is inhibited because clients are often
reluctant to adopt the legal liabilty for the use of an image where they cannot gain permizsion from the
copyright holder. This restrains income potential for the picture libraries, museums, galleries and collections and
hinders any hope to repatriate Orphan Works with their copyright holders.

Image users: Publizhers, advertisers, educators and the general public are inhibited from prometing or using
the art depicted within an Orphan Work because they are concerned about their legal liability. This prevenis
